1. Whatis an electric motor?

An electric motor is device that converts electricity into motion.

3. How does the speedometer in your car work?

A speedometer is a gauge that measures and displays the real-time speed of a vehicle. To do this,
a sensor near the wheel measures how many times the wheel rotates per minute (rpm =
revolutions per minute). Then the rotations of the wheel per minute is converted to miles per
hour (or kilometers per hour) and displayed on the car’s speedometer dial.
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
